Only financial horses will be eligible for selection at World Championships and World Equestrian Games, or any other international event where Australian Teams are represented 
3.
Horses must be financial Squad members for a period of 12 months before they can be considered for selection to WC’S (this may vary from time to time depending on the dates of WC’s) 
4.
Only Squad horses will be eligible to represent Australia at Continental Championships (Pan Am and Euro) and Trans Tasman competitions.
5.
The owner/agent of Squad horses must supply information to the coach/manager on request and on time.

6.
All Logbook results and vets comments must be forwarded to the coach/manager within the week following any competition entered.

7.
Owner/agents of Squad horses will be required to sign a code of conduct and agreement.

8.
On acceptance as a Squad horse, the owner/agent will be notified of its current Achievement level and be provided with details of the requirements for all Achievement Levels.
