TRAIL NEWS – ATHRA:  NEW CODE OF CONDUCT AS OF APRIL 2009 – Newsletter will feature each month part of the ride rules, here is 3.16 to 3.22:

3.16 Juniors under 16 are to be supervised by a parent or nominated guardian.

3.17 Riders under 18 must wear a regulation helmet that complies with AS/NZS 3838:1998 En 1384 or ASTM F 1163, and should be less than five years old. When buying a helmet check date of manufacture, as this is the date used to determine age of helmet.

3.18 A state approved first aid kit (see http://www.stjohn.org.au/leisurekits/) and an effective communication link (ie satellite phone, mobile, two way radio) must be carried by a nominated person.

3.19 No dogs allowed on rides.

3.20 Details of all riders participating on a ride must be recorded in the Ride Attendance Register.

3.21 A record must be kept of any incidents or accidents that occur on a ride. An Incident Report (Schedule 6) must be completed in full (front & rear of form) by the Ride Co-ordinator or Trail Boss and filed by the Club Secretary with the Pre and Post Ride reports and the Ride Attendance Register. All forms are to be forwarded to the ATHRA Insurance Officer in the event of a claim. The State Branch should be advised of serious or life threatening matters at the earliest opportunity.

3.22 During a ride the blood alcohol level of a rider must not exceed .05 to comply with State road rules. No drinking of alcoholic beverages permitted whilst mounted.
