
Each endurance event will be held at the Finch Hatton Showgrounds approx 
60km from Mackay.  Set alongside Cattle Creek, these showgrounds offer shaded 

camping with amenities and a short walk to shops and the pub.   
The course takes advantage of quiet country roads, rainforest and cane headlands.  
Please note: cane harvesting may still be in process and extra care may be 
required to negotiate haulouts/trucks/tractors and harvesters where met.

Ride dates:

15th & 16th October 2011 – 80/40/20km

12th & 13th November 2011 – 40/20km (80km if enough interest)

3rd & 4th December 2011 – 40/20km

21st & 22nd January 2012 – 40/20km

4th & 5th February 2012 – 40/20km
